
Welcome to the Crowley Public Library’s video on how to download e-books with North Texas 
Libraries On the Go website. 

You can press “Pause” if needed at anytime.



Before you begin, you will need to have a library card number and 

password to download e-books. If you do not have a password or have 

forgotten your password please visit your library or call 817.297.6707 and a 

librarian will assist you. Now let’s begin! 



Step 1: Visit the library’s catalog at www.crowley.northtexaslibraries.org



Step 2: If this is your first time to use your password, click on “My Account.” If 

you have already used your password before, then skip to step 5.



Step 3: When you click on “My Library Account, Renewals, and Holds,” you 

will be brought to this page. Enter your library card number and password in 

the boxes and then click Login. Your initial password will be the last four digits 

of your phone number on file with the library. 



You will then be asked to create a new password. It will need to be at 

least 7 characters in length and contain at least one letter and one 

number. 



You will be brought back to this page. You have successfully updated 

your password. You will need your username and password to log onto 

the North Texas Libraries on the Go website. 



Step 5: Go to www.ntrls.lib.overdrive.com. This will take you to the 

home page for North Texas Libraries on the Go.

Step 6: Click on the link that says “Help” and select the “Quick Start 

Guide”. 



Step 7:. Carefully read the Overview and steps  1 -3 in the Quick Start 

Guide. 



Step 8: When reading the directions, you will be asked to download  and 

install Adobe Digital Editions. Click on the link to download this important 

software.



You will be brought to the Adobe website. Scroll down until you see the 

Adobe Digital Editions Installer. Click on Launch.



Once the download has completed, click on “Close.”



There is now a shortcut on your computer’s desktop for the Adobe 

Digital Editions software. 



Step 9: Return back to the Adobe Digital Editions and  continue with 

your Setup Assistant. Click on Continue.



Step 10: If this is your first time to use Adobe and you do not have an 

Adobe account online, click on “Get an Adobe ID online”. If you 

already have an Adobe account, skip to step 11.



Step 11: Once you have created your Adobe ID, login to Adobe Digital 

Editions and click on “Activate.”



Step 12: Return back to “North Texas Libraries on the Go” and search for 

a book either in the “Quick Search” box that searches for keywords in 

the title, author, and subject, OR click on “Advanced Search” to do a 

more advanced search. 



 Advanced Search will also allow you to narrow down the format 

and search only Available Only Copies. 



Step 13: For your e-reader, look for an Adobe EPUB eBook icon. Classic 

e-books are also available from a link on the left side that is part of the 

Gutenberg Project. There are almost 15,000 titles available from this link 

that will not count against your checkout limit. 



Step 14: When a title is available to checkout, you will see a link that 

says “Add to Basket.” If it is already checked out, you can put it on 

“Hold.”



Step 15: Items in your basket will only stay there for 30 minutes until you 

are ready to “Proceed to Checkout.” If you do not proceed to 

checkout within 30 minutes, the titles will disappear that you had 

previously added to your basket.



Step 16: Drop down to Crowley Public Library



Step 17: Once you select your library, enter you library card number 

and your pin which is your new library card password. Then click, “Sign 

In.”



Step 18: With your library card, you may only checkout 5 titles at a time. If you 

are a fast reader with enough time, you may change your lending period to 7 

days, but if you need a little more time to read your book, you can set your 

lending period to 14 days. 



Step 19: Select “Confirm Check Out”



Step 20: Select Download



Step 21: Select Save



Step 22: You should see the downloaded book in your library. You can read 

the book on your computer or download to your e-reader.  



E-READER

You should see your e-reader in the bottom left. Click and drag your book 

into your e-reader. Once it has finished downloading you should be able to 

view the document on your e-reader.
